This year has been a tremendous year as I 
graduate from Chicago Theological Semi-
nary (CTS) after a 5 year journey.  I remem-
ber 4 years ago when I paused during PYF 
and thought I could graduate the same 
year as these freshmen.  Four years later I 
graduate from Seminary and those same 
freshmen will be graduating in a little over 
a week.   Last week at the CTS graduation, I 
along with the other graduates, were chal-
lenged to keep working for God’s justice 
in the world past graduation.  The senior 
sermons from this year’s PYF Sunday also 
ask us to consider God’s love at work in our 
lives and in our community.  There is much 
to be learned from the work the youth did 
last Mother’s Day and it is worth considering 
what they are asking of us as adults.  The 
sermons and one poem are below.

Church has 
been an im-
portant part 
of my life for 
as long as I 
can remem-
ber. I went 
to preschool 
and Sunday 
school here, 
was in the 
Children’s 

Choir, and was confirmed here. After being 
in the pageant since I was 4, having the 
honor to be Dancing Mary and Gabriel in 
my senior year was definitely the highlight 
of all of the experiences I have had at GCC.

Being a part of PYF has changed my life. I 
love how it is a loving community of high 
schoolers that have the opportunity to learn 

from each other and make friendships, but 
also join in a spiritual journey together. PYF 
also allowed me to bring my passion, Erika’s 
Lighthouse, into the group environment for 
the past 4 years. 

Erika’s Lighthouse is a non-profit organi-
zation based in Winnetka that educates 
about and busts the stigma of adolescent 
depression. Because of Erika’s Lighthouse in 
Winnetka and its surrounding communities, 
countless lives have been saved, including 
my own. 

I joined Erika’s Lighthouse teen club at Glen-
brook South as a freshman in high school, 
and it has been the most influential part of 
my high school experience, and my life. Last 
Saturday I had the honor of telling my story 
at the 10th Anniversary Gala at Michigan 
Shores Club. 

Since sophomore year or so, I have brought 
up the ideas that Erika’s Lighthouse has 
given me in discussions at PYF. It was impor-
tant for me to bring my passion to a group 
of people I care about so much. At first I was 
hoping to just gain more members at the 
club meetings at Glenbrook South, and I did 
not realize the impact I could make on the 
youth at PYF. 

Going through a really hard time with my 
own depression freshman year, I felt no 
presence of God, and this was devastating 
for me. Elizabeth lent me a hand of support, 
and she may not know it, but she really 
helped me out, and find how God is present 
and active in my life and the world around 
me. 

I was always open about my depression 
at PYF since I knew I could trust everyone, 
and hoped to encourage others to be open 
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about not only struggles of depression, but 
of everyday life. 

On my first mission trip with PYF, last year, 
to Newport, Tennessee, I brought up Erika’s 
Lighthouse and the topic of depression in 
one of PYF’s evening discussions. It opened 
up a conversation of mental health and 
I was stunned to see how everyone had 
something to say about this topic. Later in 
the week, one of my fellow retreatants con-
fided in me that they were going through a 
very hard time and how they thought they 
had depression. Through conversations 
later in the week, I could tell I was making 
a difference in their life and I was happy to 
hear that they eventually got the help they 
deserved. Moments like this make me so 
thankful that PYF has allowed me to open 
up about my struggles, provide hope, and 
encourage positivity. 

Before the end-of-summer retreat to Tower 
Hill, Michigan, Elizabeth asked me to bring 
up Erika’s Lighthouse and talk about how to 
help a friend who is struggling. She didn’t 
tell me names, but said that a few girls on 
the retreat could benefit from this. That 
same day I went to say hi to Pam Keckler, 
and she brought up the idea of possibly 
bringing an Erika’s Lighthouse presentation 
to GCC for parents of middle school stu-
dents. I was ecstatic. Not only have I been 
able to talk about Erika’s Lighthouse at PYF, 
but I now had the opportunity to further 
bust the stigma in all of GCC. 

The following November, myself and three 
other Erika’s Lighthouse panel members 
from GBS, along with an Erika’s Lighthouse 
staff member, gave a presentation in the 
youth room to several adults who cared 
about good mental health for the youth of 
this church. This was also the first time my 
parents had seen this presentation, so it was 
amazing to see their reaction and be able 
to credit them for helping me through the 
toughest part of my life. 

I am so fortunate to have grown up in a 
church that welcomes change and reform, 
and to have been able to be a part of the 
change by bringing my passion, Erika’s 
Lighthouse, to not only PYF, but also adults 
in the church. PYF was the first place be-
sides Erika’s Lighthouse where I opened up 
about my depression and struggles, and 
I was accepted and supported. I have to 

thank each and every one of you for being 
good parents, friends, and colleagues to the 
1 out of 5 adolescents who struggle with 
depression. If it wasn’t for GCC and Erika’s 
Lighthouse, I don’t know who I would be to-
day. Being able to bring two very important 
parts of my life together was the best part 
of my high school experience.

I never thought I’d say this on the pulpit, but 
PYF is a lot like the Cheetah Girls. Each girl in 
the Disney band brings a different strength 
to the group. They say:

“we make up one big family, though we 
don’t look the same... we make each other 
stronger, that ain’t ever gonna change…”
PYF is a community that is strong because 
of our differences. We welcome and love 
the special weird traits about each other, 
because, come on, that’s what makes us so 
dern cool. 

PYF is a community that is strong because 
our relationships are deeply rooted in 
respect. We encourage each other to trust, 
take risks, and grow because we care for 
one another. We all know what it’s like to 
feel and fear being vulnerable, but with PYF, 
there’s no need for the defenses we might 
have against sarcasm, bullying, and gossip. 
Without hesitation, I can tell you that with 
the PYF community I have come to feel safe.

I didn’t realize this going into PYF. Being 
cool felt the same as being cold, frozen in 
insecurity. On my first day at PYF, watching 
a kid acting goofy, a sarcastic jab seemed 
like the easiest start to a conversation. I 
casually passed it behind my target’s back, 
attempting to impress the upperclassman 

on my right. My target was having fun and I 
was feeling awkward; compensation for my 
insecurity only seemed fair. 

The older PYF member turned to me and 
said: “yeah, well, he’s my friend.”

In transitioning from middle school to high 
school, I noted that my classmates and 
homework load had both gotten larger. I 
assumed that competition and the need for 
gossip would increase in a similar way. 
My hypothesis was so wrong, in school and 
PYF.

That one response: “yeah, well, he’s my 
friend”, made me aware of how much I 
value integrity. I learned that vulnerability 
shouldn’t force me to undermine others, 
but instead further my own growth. How-
ever impossible reaching out, extending 
myself to others, may seem, I won’t allow it 
to compromise my integrity. Overcoming 
intimidation is a risk I’m willing to take.
Earlier in the service, Holly read to you all 
the Parable of a sower who sowed his seeds 
in all conditions of soil, good and unpromis-
ing. The sower gave all terrain the opportu-
nity for and responsibility of growth.
Isn’t the task of the sower something we 
face every day? Personally, I see our time 
and energy being like the sower’s seeds, 
and our opportunities for growth and 
relationships like the sower’s ranging condi-
tions of soil.

We constantly make decisions for where 
our time and energy are best optimized and 
where our investments would be wasted, 
but, honestly, I sometimes question our 
criteria. 

We can’t scatter our individual time and 
energy as easily as the sower does his seeds, 
but I think that we can make more mindful 
decisions if we find strength in one anoth-
er—if we can share success and know that 
the possibility of failure will not be faced 
alone. 

PYF is a community in which I find unwav-
ering support. Win or lose, the people in 
PYF are my fellow teammates in Nerf Dart, 
Capture the Flag, cooking competitions, 
scavenger hunts, and friends I’m happy to 
see in school. They are willing to ask for 
help, speak what’s on their minds, and share 
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their attention and time. I learn from them 
every day. 

Because of my experiences in PYF, I know 
that just one response: “yeah, well, he’s my 
friend”, can make a huge impact. It sure did 
on me, and I am so grateful. Thank you.
