Sunday, June 8th was Pentecost.  For the 
church, the great annual festivals are Christ-
mas and Easter.  Pentecost comes as the 
church is concluding its program year and 
winding down for summer.  Besides that, it’s 
more difficult to imagine and understand 
than the birth and resurrection of Jesus.  Yet 
Pentecost is just as important as Christmas 
and Easter, and perhaps even more relevant 
for us.  Christmas and Easter are about God’s 
love in the world in the flesh and bones of 
Jesus.  But Pentecost is about God’s love 
in the world in our flesh and bones…in 
yours and mine.  On Pentecost, God filled 
Jesus’ disciples with the Spirit of God’s own 
love.  This Spirit came as a mighty wind and 
tongues of fire:  gifts that are evident by 
their effects.  And God continues to blow 
and kindle inspiration in Jesus’ disciples in 
this world, including in you and me.  If God 
is living, active and present in our world, it’s 
through us.  

And the Holy Spirit is living and active at the 
Glenview Community Church!  It is living 
and active through the servant leadership 
of our elected officers, board chairs and 
board members.  With June comes a new 
chapter of leadership for our church.  Mike 
Lauesen has begun his term as Moderator…
Doug Morgan has begun his term as Vice 
Moderator…and Karen Aldrich is now our 
Past Moderator.  As we pray for the Spirit’s 
guidance for our new moderatorial team, 
we also give thanks for the gifts of the Spirit 
that we have experienced through Karen’s 
leadership as Moderator and David Aki’s 
leadership as Past Moderator.  How richly 
we are blessed!  Yes, God’s Spirit is working 
through our leaders.

The Holy Spirit is living and active through 
our music ministry.  On Sunday, June 1st, 
you burst into spontaneous applause for 
the choir’s anthem.  I’m certain that that 
happened because the Spirit was speak-

ing through our choir.  Responding to the 
Spirit is an essential part of experiencing the 
Spirit’s power.

Members and leaders 
of our Pilgrim Youth Fellowship are off to 
Kansas City on a mission to share God’s love 
in physical ways with people that they’ve 
never met.  In doing that, they will experi-
ence the power of God’s love in ways that 
they never imagined.  God’s love is working 
through our youth.

The Holy Spirit is present in our commit-
ment to be an intentionally inclusive church 
where all God’s children are precious and 
dignified.  So many of you have told me that 
Rainbow Sunday on May 18th was a day of 
tremendous significance and inspiration.  
God’s love is working through our open 
hearts and open doors.

The list goes on…and it confirms, over and 
over again, that the Holy Spirit is working 
through the Glenview Community Church.  
For us, Pentecost means welcoming the 
Holy Spirit…making room for it in our 
lives…and responding to its persuasion and 
power in ways that change the lives of God’s 
children and heal the world that God loves.  
May we grow together in our attentiveness 
and responsiveness to the wind and fire of 
God’s love.

OUR NEW PARKING LOT
On May 18th, the Congregation, at the 
annual meeting, approved the project to re-
pave the parking lot and provide storm wa-
ter abatement provisions.  The committee is 
working with our engineering consultants 
and the contractor to finalize the contract.  
It appears likely that work will commence 
on or about June 16th.  The entrance to the 
west parking lot next to the church building 
off of Glenview Road will be immediately 
closed to begin work on the storm water re-
tention segment of the project.  This access 
will likely be closed for three to four weeks.

In the meantime please use the north lot 
for parking at the church.  There will still be 
access to the west entrance to the building 
from there.  On Sundays, you can park in the 
west lot and we will have access to the west 
entrance from there.  

Later in the summer, we will be repaving the 
west and north parking lots, with the work 
going on during the work week.   We will 
still have parking available on Sundays.
