I never thought I would be having end-of-
life conversations about my cat. But I did 
last weekend. My almost 21 year old cat, 
Brandi has not had the best quality of life 
the past few months. I found myself com-
promising every thing I said “I would never 
do” and tried to make her days comfort-
able. Miss Brandi held a special place in my 
heart. I found her the spring I graduated 
from seminary in 1991. My 17-year marriage 
had ended, both my grandmother and 
father had died and I was beginning my 
first church in historic York, Pennsylvania. In-
deed I was starting a brand new life and was 
excited! So I went to the pet store and saw 
this tiny kitten that wasn’t quite big enough 
to leave. But I paid for her and named her 
Brandi for my new adventures to come. 

We moved this cat five times, including a 
12-hour car trip from Lancaster to Glenview 
where none of the meds worked to hold 
sleeping cats. The only thing to quiet Brandi 
was a Hostess Twinkee (she loved angel 
food cake and this was a close second.) 
She was a lap cat, a comforter, later chased 
by the younger boy cats up and down the 
steps. And now she had become a very el-
derly cat with many health issues. The time 
had come to say goodbye. 

There was discussion on calling in a cat 
hospice team (which do exist!) or just go-

ing to the emergency room with strange 
people. But then I thought, “Don’t we want 
to be with the team at the animal hospital 
who love her and took care of her? Don’t we 
want to be around this “family” of people 
who also love and support us? And so the 
decision was made. We would travel to the 
clinic the next morning and say goodbye to 
our beloved pet. 

That evening the two other cats knew 
something was different. And both of them 
came over to where Brandi lay on the couch 
and sat next to her for over an hour. It was 
unreal to watch since this had never ever 
happened in the past. It was like having our 
own wake. We talked about the good times, 
the funny times, and how there would be 
no more suffering. And now my special cat 
is at peace. We are grateful for a life well 
lived with so much unconditional love. 

I’ve been talking about a cat, but it could 
easily be about a person you love. Is it a fun 
topic? Of course not! Is it a difficult topic? 
You bet! But it’s absolutely essential that we 
take the courage this year and begin the 
conversation with our family and loved ones 
on what we would like for the end of our 
life. If the conversation can take place while 
everyone is healthy and rational, so much 
the better. The hardest conversation I have 
with those planning a funeral is when I hear 
“I have no idea what he wanted. She refused 
to have that conversation.” And the family 
has to struggle with what to do.  

Doug and Marilyn and I are here to help the 
conversation move to a different level if you 
need help or encouragement. There are 
forms to fill out, books you can read, docu-
mentaries you can view. But it really needs 
to begin with a conversation. 

I encourage you to go to someone you love 
in the new month of February and say “I 
love you. Let’s talk…”

CANTATA: SONGS FROM 
THE CAMPS? 
Holocaust Cantata: Songs from the Camps, 
is being performed on the 70th anniversary 
of the beginning of the implementation of 
the Final Solution, the genocide directed 
against European Jewry by Nazi Germany, 
as a reminder to be ever aware of the evil 
potential in humankind and to be ever 
aware of humankind’s potential to resist this 
evil. The systematic and rationalized anni-
hilation of millions of innocent Jewish men, 
women and children was on the road to 
realization.  Holocaust Cantata: Songs from 
the Camps, was composed to ensure that 
the victims of this diabolical plan would not 
be forgotten. The music, which emerged 
from concentration camps, demonstrates 
their spiritual resistance and reminds us 
of their voices crying out to be heard and 
remembered and summoning us to resist 
and combat those forces that make geno-
cide possible.
