More things
than most of us know happen and hap-
pen smoothly at the Glenview Community
Church because of Bob.

Sometimes they express financial commit-
ments. | am convinced that a church bud-
get is primarily a statement of our mission
and ministry. In other words, in dollars and
cents, a church budget sets the priorities
for what we shall do in Jesus’ name. As we
receive and review the proposed 2014 bud-
get for GCC on February 23rd, | invite you
to try reading it as a statement of mission
and ministry. | also invite you to view it as

a plan to use our financial resources for the
strength and growth of our congregation’s
future rather than as a plan to do tomorrow
what we did yesterday. And, as you do that,
I invite you to reflect on how you can per-
sonally better respond to God's love in your
financial support for the ministries and mis-
sion of the Glenview Community Church.
Yes, money is one measure of our ministry:
the money we give in our faithful steward-
ship of the blessings we have each received
from God, and then the money the Glen-
view Community Church uses in its faithful
stewardship of the gifts that the congrega-
tion shares with this community of believ-
ers.
