holy week

Most major events occur just like any 
other events.  Only after the events and 
their impact on our lives become long 
lasting do we begin to recognize and 
identify them as major events. Leaving 
my parents’ home and going away to col-
lege was a major event in my life.  How-
ever, at the time it seemed merely the 
normal thing to do.  I had no idea when I 
left for college that I would never live in 
my hometown again. That thought did 
not cross my mind at the time.  We do 
anticipate that some events will have a 
major impact on our lives because we are 
aware that similar events have had a ma-
jor impact on others.  The birth of a child, 
the death of a spouse, or retirement are 
major events for many people.  
	
Easter is an important day in the life of 
the church and for those who identify 
themselves as Christians.  A significant 
amount of time and energy are focused 
toward Easter in anticipation of its ar-
rival.  Then Easter comes and goes like 
any other day and we are immediately 
back to our normal routines.  Nothing 
extraordinary happened.  Oh, if you were 
in church on Easter, the music was more 
spectacular than usual and there were a 
couple more people in worship than usu-
al but other than that it was pretty much 
a “same o, same o” kind of day.
	
The appearances of the risen Christ have 
prominent importance in the Gospel of 
John.  What Jesus said during these ap-
pearances are afterwords that have had 
lasting meaning and value for his dis-
ciples then and for disciples through the 
centuries. 
	
Frederick Buechner has these observa-
tions about the resurrection of Jesus.  
“The way the Gospel writers tell it, in 
other words, Jesus came back from death 
not in a blaze of glory but more like a 
candle flame in the dark, flickering first in 
this place, then in that place, then in no 
place at all. . . It was the most extraordi-

nary thing they believed had ever hap-
pened, and yet they tell it so quietly that 
you have to lean close to be sure what 
they are telling.  They tell it as softly as 
a secret, as something so precious and 
holy, and fragile, and unbelievable, and 
true, that to tell it any other way would 
be somehow to dishonor it.  To proclaim 
the resurrection the way they do, you 
would have to say it in whispers: ‘Christ 
has risen.’ Like that.”
	
“All the wonderful things that are go-
ing on around us on Easter Sunday can 
sometimes make us more conscious than 
usual that nothing even close to all that 
wonderful is going on inside ourselves.
	
“That is why the Sundays after Easter are 
so precious, and precious because, in 
their comparatively subdued, low-key 
way, they seem not only closer to how 
the resurrection actually took place as 
the Gospels describe it but, more impor-
tant still, closer to the reality of the resur-
rection as you and I are apt to experience 
it.  These everyday Sundays without all 
the flowers and music and exaltation are 
like the kind of day that Luke describes in 
his account of two disciples on their walk 
from Jerusalem to Emmaus some seven 
miles away.” (The Longing for Home, p. 
143-144) May we hear a lasting word for 
our lives in the afterwords of Easter. May 
the meaning of Easter take root in our 
lives and burst forth filling our lives with 
promise and hope every day.

“It’s the chance of a lifetime!” we 
said.

The night before the show, we stayed 
at Ms. Emily’s house. She was a Team 
Leader from By The Hand. We ate pizza 
and had a sleepover with three other 
girls who were going to be models too. 
We were excited and a little nervous 
about the show. “Will people like us, or 
will they laugh at us?” we wondered. We 
were smiling on the outside, but inside 
our stomachs were turning and saying, 
“Ewww!” Eventually we went to sleep 
and dreamed about the show.

The next morning, we drove to the pret-
ty hotel where the event was happening. 
It was a big building where rich people 
stay and it smelled fresh, like it was really 
clean. Ms. Emily told us to be on our best 
behavior, and we were.

As soon as we arrived, we went upstairs 
to a room where we tried on our clothes. 
One of our dresses was green and one 
was lavender. They both had full skirts 
and were fitted especially for us. They 
were fancy and made us feel beauti-
ful. Our mothers were very excited and 
wanted to help us get ready for the fash-
ion show, but they could not come with 
us. There were about thirty-five girls from 
other places at the show. There were big 
girls and little girls all around the room 
stepping into dresses, brushing their hair, 
and talking with each other. The room 
was as busy as a grocery store full of 
people. We were quiet and watched the 

scene, clutching our baby dolls tight to 
our chests.

Then, the show started. Right before we 
walked out our stomachs felt tight, be-
cause we didn’t know anyone in the au-
dience, and the lights were very bright. 
But clothes made us feel so fancy that 
we forgot to be nervous for a little while.

We stepped out on the runway and a 
spotlight shined on us. When we walked 
the runway, we carried an American Girl 
doll, which was dressed up just like us. It 
was so exciting! The runway seemed like 
a long way to walk down and a long way 
back, and we had to go to the very top 
tip of it. We smiled and held our heads 
up high. We were so happy. When we 
walked down the runway, we looked 
right into the crowd of people, and they 
smiled back and clapped for us. We liked 
getting so much attention. We thought 
we were going to be famous because 
important people took pictures of us.

We felt beautiful. At the show, we 
learned we could do something to make 
us feel proud of ourselves. Now we feel 
more confident in other areas of life, 
like tests at school, gym, and meeting 
new people. When we doubt ourselves, 
we just remember the runway and say, 
“We can do this! Don’t be afraid of new 
things or new people!” We feel confident 
we could be models again and people 
would enjoy watching us. Now that we’re 
experienced, maybe we could get paid 
this time.
