Also featured at the May 2nd concert 
were the Chancel Choir under the excel-
lent conducting of Andrew Lewis and the 
Joyful Ringers Handbell Choir, directed 
by the talented Gary Wendt.  Never were 
their talents better or more evident than 
during the concert. In addition, many 
other musicians who are members of our 
congregation displayed their individual 
talents. Among these people are: Tim 
Karth, Kartherine Hughes, Steve Ruch, 
Sue Cunningham, Edie Harrison, Tricia 
Melzer-Swaydrak, Erin Santostefano, 
Phyllis Scott, and Gary Wendt.

Every Sunday 
gifted teachers are conducting excel-
lent Sunday school classes for children 
from pre-kindergarten through the sixth 
grade.
