I'm guessing we'll take the first year of
retirement to adjust to a freer, more flex-
ible life style. We'll try a variety of things
but not tie ourselves to too much of a
schedule. We want to be spontaneous
and able to make last minute decisions
about taking a trip or going to visit
friends and family. I'm anticipating about
40 years, a generation, of retirement.
But whether retirement lasts one year
