I helped build a 
wheel chair ramp for a couple who 
had not left their house in one year.

 	 The people of Logan appreciated our 
efforts. Along with building a wheel 
chair ramp, painting houses and danc-
ing with elderly people, we were able 
to form friendships with other kids 
from different churches. 

	 We did a lot of great work in the com-
munity. This trip also gave us all a 
chance to grow our relationships with 
each other and with God.

	 This was my first mission trip and the 
experience was incredible! 

	 Thank you for your support. With 
it PYF was able to really impact the 
people there. 

	 Some of us painted the living room 
and one bedroom in a local family’s 
home. With the fresh paint comes a 
fresh start. We helped people start on 
a path to change their lives.
