On Sep-
tember 1st it will be six months since I be-
gan my ministry as the Senior Pastor of the 
Glenview Community Church.  And what 
an amazing six months it has been for me!  
From the moment we arrived in Glenview 
in February you have been exceedingly 
welcoming, gracious, caring, supportive and 
affirming in ways that have deeply touched 
our hearts.  Jeanie and I feel so incredibly 
blessed to be with you and to be a part 
of this incredible congregation!  Through 
these six months I have been learning about 
the many ministries of GCC and beginning 
to get to know you as disciples of Jesus 
Christ.  We have worshipped together and, 
this summer, you have increased your atten-
dance by at least 50% most Sundays over 
last year.  What a testimony to your faith 
it is that you keep filling the pews, even in 
August!

Now, in these waning days of August, it’s 
time for us to begin to transition from the 
relaxed pace of summer to the full sched-
ules of fall.  As we anticipate and embrace 
the promise and possibilities of a new year 
together, I want to invite you to focus on 
the future of the Glenview Community 
Church and its ministries.  The theme for our 
year together will be simply this:  A Living 
Church...a theme that I pray will energize 
your imaginations and kindle your inspira-
tion.  I believe that God is leading the Glen-
view Community Church to become more 
alive…more vital…more relevant…more 
meaningful…more moving…more signifi-
cant…more healing…and more challenging 
for our members and friends, and for the 
larger community.  How will we respond?  
How will we follow?

As our next year is anchored by that

SEALING ACT
AND GUN SAFETY 
LEGISLATION PASSED
GCC members signed post cards, visited, 
called and e-mailed legislators in support 
of two successful legislative initiatives that 
now await the Governor’s signature.
The Illinois Sealing Act (HB3061) allows 
judges to seal the criminal records of former 
felons who have lived crime free for four 
years after completion of their sentences.
The Illinois Gun Safety and Responsibil-
ity Act (HB1189) provides for mandatory 
background checks on all sales of firearms 
in Illinois and that a gun owner must report 
the loss or theft of a firearm within 72 hours 
of discovery of the loss.  A provision to 
require registration of hand guns similar to 
that of motor vehicles, strongly opposed 
by the National Rifle Association, was not 
included in the bill. This bill is separate from 
the concealed carry legislation that also 
awaits the governor’s signature.

Both bills passed by substantial margins. 
Local legislators co-sponsoring HB 3061 
include Senator Biss, and Representatives 
Fine, Gabel, Morrison and Nekritz. Although 
none of the local legislators co-sponsored 
HB1189, Sen. Biss and Reps. Fine, Gabel and 
Nekritz voted in favor of it and against the 
separate Firearm Concealed Carry Act.
