A circle of 
friends. Someplace where we can be free.”

I’ve led many retreats in my pastoral career. 
I’ve attended many retreats as a participant. 
One of my favorite retreats is the 8th grade 
Confirmation overnight. I can read the 
beliefs that have been shaped and formed 
by each individual over the past two years 
and then lived out that weekend. It’s always 
a high point of my spring. 

Something that is becoming just as mean-
ingful is the Community Youth Retreat 
which happened recently at our Tower Hill 
Camp in Sawyer, Michigan. Elizabeth Cic-
colini and the PYF youth invited our 7th and 
8th grade Confirmands and their teachers 
to an overnight experience of learning, 
talking about faith issues, fellowship and 
recreation. It’s amazing to see tentative, 
quiet, new Confirmands enter unfamiliar 
space and territory, only to be greeted by an 
older youth who makes them feel comfort-
able and part of community. A circle of new 
friends. Special thanks to our high school 
youth for their compassion and leadership. 

Twice a month several people gather in the 
kitchen to make chili for A Just Harvest and 
have been doing so for more than 25 years! 
A recent article about the group says, “We 
love the camaraderie of cooking together in 
the basement kitchen.” Imagine 25 pounds 
of meat for four pots of chili to feed 200 
people. Doing the work that needs to be 
done month after month.

We are a community church opening our 
doors to all and to be there as a leader or 
listener. Some of our members are new and 
others have a long history here. We have 
celebrated together and cried together. 
There have been arms to hold us when we 
falter. We have formed more than one circle 
of healing for one another.

We have been moved in worship by God’s 
spirit. We have heard the youth share 
sermons that push us to think and act as we 
witness to others of God’s love and care. We 
have heard beautiful music and laughed 
with children. We have spoken out for the 
rights of some through community action 
and helped others put their home together 
for the first time in a strange country. 

As we look to the fall season, it’s time to 
make plans to attend Rally Day. You are 
invited to Family Worship on Sunday, 
September 9 at 10:00 a.m. There will be 
special music, puppets, and some surprises. 
We’ll recognize our Sunday school teachers, 
Confirmation teachers and youth leaders as 
we bless them for the coming educational 
year.

I know…some of you are waiting for when 
the time of transition is over and we have 
a permanent senior minister before you 
come to church.

Chicago teenagers are arrested more 
often at school during school hours 
than at any other time or place. These 
arrests result in suspensions, expul-
sions and incarceration of youth who, 
consequently, may never finish their 
education or be able to earn a living. 
Community Renewal Society’s High 
Hopes Campaign works to convince 
the Chicago Public Schools to replace 
many suspensions and expulsions 

with restorative justice, e.g., early 
intervention and conflict mediation. 
The Board has agreed to reduce the 
minimum length of suspensions to 
5 days from 10 and give principals 
greater discretion in their use. The 
campaign continues its effort to redi-
rect spending from suspension and 
expulsion proceedings to building 
the capacity of schools to implement 
restorative justice.
