ALL THINGS NEW

Back in 1979, two of my seminary class-
mates and their wives piled in a Volkswagen
Rabbit (remember those?) and headed to
North Dakota to get the best view possible
of a total solar eclipse. | thought they were
eclipse crazy!

But they were only ahead of their time. On
Monday, August 21, we experienced the
vast eclipse migration. The closest eclipse
ground zero to us was Carbondale, Illinois.
And, on Eclipse Day, the regular population
of Carbondale of 26,000 swelled by 60,000
heaven gazers who were all determined

to watch our moon swallow up the sun
through NASA approved safety glasses.
There have been other total eclipses in my
lifetime. | remember learning how to make
a pinhole viewer with paper or a cardboard
box in grade school. But | don’t remember
us ever being quite so captivated by this
astronomical phenomenon. We all went
eclipse crazy!

But why? Perhaps we needed something in
the heavens to unify us because the culture
wars on earth are so divisive. Perhaps we
needed some great equalizer of cosmic
dimensions to put our petty competition for
supremacy and lust for power in perspec-
tive. Whatever the case, for one afternoon
the eclipse drowned out the noise of our
human conflicts and competitions, and it
gave us something bigger to focus on than
our own egos and desires that have been
brought into painfully sharp focus by the
emboldened neo-Nazi, white supremacist,
and Ku Klux Klan uprisings in Charlotte and
Boston.

Maybe, just maybe, this eclipse maniais a
sign of how desperate we are to be assured
that God is God, and we are not. Maybe it
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is an indication of how much we desire the
presence and power of the Divine in our
lives. If the eclipse witnesses to this most
basic human need to encounter and be
transformed by the Holy, then how much
more is it the church’s privilege and ministry
to witness to the transforming and renew-
ing power of God in the vastness of our
world and in the intimacy of our hearts?

The theme of GCC's Message, Ministries and
Mission for the coming year is All Things
New. That phrase is taken from God'’s words
in Revelation 21: See, | am making all
things new. That chapter begins with this
vision:

Then | saw a new heaven and a new earth;
for the first heaven and the first earth had
passed away, and the sea was no more.

Our God isn't just in the business of manipu-
lating this heaven and earth. Our God is in
the business of creating a new heaven and a
new earth...a new heaven and a new earth
where God will dwell with us and we will

be God'’s people...a new heaven and a new
earth where there will be no more tears, no
more pain, no more mourning and crying,
no more death...a new heaven and a new
earth where there will be only life, and joy,
and harmony, and peace.

In other words, if you thought the eclipse
was something, you haven’t seen any-
thing yet!

So join us as we renew our relationship
with God who makes all things new...as
we re-commit ourselves to the way of love
and service that Jesus lived and taught...as
we open our hearts to life in the Spirit that

never ends.

The 31st General Synod of the United
Church of Christ was held in Baltimore, June
30 thru July 4, 2017. It was a joyous occasion
as we celebrated the 60th anniversary of
the UCC. The lllinois Conference brought 50
delegates coming from all five Associations
and | represented the Chicago Metropolitan
Association (CMA). Attendance for the first
day was 2,751, which included both del-
egates and visitors. Worship was a highlight
for me, as new songs were introduced and
shared from a variety of gifted musicians.
Some of these songs will be shared dur-

ing worship at GCC on September 3. | was
invited to a luncheon honoring the local
churches who had contributed to the Spe-
cial Mission Offering. Each day people could
sign up for “Speak Out,” when delegates
have the opportunity to speak about a
cause, an issue, or even a prayer request or

good news. The business sessions included
some anticipated Constitution and Bylaw
changes (sound familiar?) and debate and
voting on about 20 resolutions centered on
various issues of justice and witness.

One resolution of intense interest to the
lllinois delegation was titled, “On Recogniz-
ing and Studying Gun Violence as a Public
Health Emergency.” The resolution urged
the removal of the Congressional block on
treating gun violence as a public health
issue. The lllinois delegation included four
high school youth from CMA, who live with
gun violence in their neighborhoods every
day. They told us we should “consider and
stop thinking of them as the future of the
church, and see that they are here and now
in and of the church.” It was a very power-
ful moment to hear the youth speak boldly
about their faith!  Rev. Keckler

SPIRITUAL COUNCIL MEETING REPORT
AUGUST 15, 2017

The Spiritual Council held a brief meeting
to build fellowship in addition to receiving
reports about summer activities at GCC.
Highlights of the gathering included an up-
date from the Construction Committee, the
Treasurer’s Report, and news of the youth
happenings around the church in July and
August.

CONSTRUCTION COMMITTEE

The Construction Committee continues to
focus on the three themes of infrastructure,
accessibility, and community and on finding
ways to get the most out of our building
budget. The post-services building tours
have been well attended and very effective
in helping participants visualize the pro-
posed changes. The Construction Commit-
tee is reaching out to any groups within

the church who would like to take a tour,

so that the entire congregation can be well
informed when it is time to vote on the final
plan. If you are interested, please contact Jill
Ruter or Melinda Krueger to arrange a time.

Construction Next Steps: In July, the Spiri-
tual Council voted to approve a contract for
TKWA, our architects, to take the next step
in the process—preparing the schematic
drawings. These will assist the engineers

with their part of the planning and help
refine the budget for the project. In late fall,
the Spiritual Council will call a Special Con-
gregational Meeting to take a vote on a final
construction plan based on these drawings
and on input received from congregation
members. The date of the Special Congre-
gational Meeting will be determined and
announced in September.

TREASURER’S REPORT

Year to date, our revenues v. expenses are
$39,700 favorable to budget, largely due to
strong pledges and continuing good work
by the church staff in keeping expenses
down. While these numbers are encourag-
ing, it is worth noting that we have been
fortunate not to have any big-ticket facility
expenses or emergencies so far this year.

PASTORS’ REPORTS

Both Elizabeth and Chuck remarked on the
exciting youth activities taking place at GCC
over the summer. Elizabeth reported on the
enthusiastic participation of children and
youth at Vacation Bible School and at the
August Retreat at Tower Hill. Chuck reflected
on what an honor and gift it is to host Hands
of Peace. Looking ahead, Pam reported that
plans for Rally Day are firmly underway.

PILLARS OF THE
REFORMATION:
A SERMON SERIES

2017 is the 500th Anniversary of the Prot-
estant Reformation. On October 31, 1517,
an Augustinian monk and Professor at the
University of Wittenberg posted a home-
work assignment on the school’s bulletin
board. That assignment was ninety-five
thesis statements for which the professor’s
students were to develop arguments and
responses. The university bulletin board
was at the side doors of the church at Wit-
tenberg’s castle, and the professor was
Martin Luther.

Though the ninety-five theses were an
in-house academic exercise, Gutenberg'’s
newly developed printing press with
movable type made it possible to circu-
late Luther’s homework assignment far
and wide. Because the theses challenged
the status quo of the church, Rome took
offense. Ultimately Luther was tried and
excommunicated. But what the church'’s
hierarchy never expected was that the Ger-
man princes would abandon the oppressive
authority of Rome and cast their lots with
their homegrown eccentric monk.

Beginning on Rally Day (September 10) and
continuing through Reformation Sunday
(October 29) the sermons will focus on Pil-
lars of the Reformation: essential principles
of our faith and how those principles lead
into the promise and power of God’s ongo-
ing reforming Spirit and work today and
tomorrow...God who says to us: See, I am
making all things new!
