No Fine Print

By the time you read this, we’ll know 
whether it’s the Cubs or the Cardinals 
that will advance to the National League 
Championship Series.  Just now, Chicago is 
reveling in the most exciting Cubs season 
since 2008 and savoring a decisive 4-0 win 
over the Pittsburgh Pirates in the Wild Card 
game that advanced them to the NLDS.

I grew up with the Cardinals, so they will 
always be my team.  Nothing was a more 
welcome harbinger of spring than that 
hearing Harry Caray and Jack Buck calling 
Cardinals games on KMOX, The Voice of 
St. Louis.  And I was never more thrilled 
than when straight A’s earned me two 
tickets to see the Cardinals play at the new 
Busch Stadium…the one that’s now been 
demolished and replaced.  The Cubs are 
just as richly blessed with history…maybe 
even more…since historic Wrigley Field has 
outlasted two stadiums in St. Louis, though 
now it’s equipped with lights and massive 
display screens.  

No matter what the sport, it’s fun to cheer 
on our favorite teams…especially when 
they’re winning!  Getting caught up in that 
kind of spirit is invigorating, even inspiring.  
And when our teams lose a high-stakes 
game, it’s deflating.

On Sunday afternoon, October 4th, I was 
deeply moved by the Holy Spirit that 
flowed through the music of Hymnfest 9 
in our sanctuary.  What a joy it was to again 
welcome Paul Leddington Wright back 
to GCC…to welcome brass players and a 
percussionist…to welcome guest choris-
ters…to celebrate with the faithful mem-
bers of our Chancel Choir…and to give 
thanks for the cheerful and tireless labor 
of Tricia Melzer-Swaydrak, Gary Wendt 
and Guillermo Muñoz Küster that made it 

all happen.  As I commented just before the 
benediction, the pulpit was empty, but the 
good news of God’s love was proclaimed 
with clarity, relevance and power.  

The good news of God’s love:  the good 
news that we are precious to God…that 
our future is in God’s hands…that God has 
plans for us…that God will never stop lov-
ing us…that God will never let us go:  this 
is the heart of the Message, the Ministries 
and the Mission of GCC.   This is why we are 
A House for ALL God’s People.  This is the 
promise that we trust…the promise that is 
our hope.

Trust in the Promise:  the theme of our 
2016 stewardship campaign reminds us that 
our plans, our future and our hope all come 
from God.  These gifts are both God’s bless-
ings to us and God’s expectation for us.  
Despair is not believing that God has plans 
(a purpose) for us.  Cynicism is not trusting 
that God has a future for us.  And bitter-
ness is not living today with the confidence 
that God is our tomorrow…that God is our 
hope…that God is working for good for 
those who love God, who are called ac-
cording to God’s purpose. (Romans 8:28)

This church is a vital, dynamic community 
that embodies God’s love.  And God is do-
ing amazing things through GCC!  Because 
of your prayers and devoted support, this 
church is growing its youth ministry and is 
investing in that growth through the Rev. 
Elizabeth Hartung-Ciccolini.  That’s min-
istry.  This church is deepening its spiritual 
life through the homecoming ministry of 
the Rev. Dr. Bobbie McKay.  That’s mes-
sage.  This church is expanding its outreach 
through A Just Harvest, Community 
Renewal Society, Feed My Starving Chil-
dren,

CONVERSATIONS ON 
RACE AND RACISM - 
HAVE YOU CHANGED 
LANES WITHOUT SIG-
NALING? 
Last summer, Sandra Bland, a young 
African-American woman from Naperville, 
was stopped by a police officer for failing to 
signal while changing lanes. She was driving 
in Texas, where she was about to start a new 
job at the university from which she gradu-
ated. After the stop, she was asked to step 
out of her car, arrested and jailed. She died 
three days later. 

Statistics show that racial disparities exist 
at every point in the criminal justice system 
including: (a) during initial encounters with 
police, (b) at the time of arrest, (c) at arraign-
ment, (d) regarding access to legal repre-
sentation, (e) the length of sentencing, and 
(f ) during incarceration and probation. (See 
www.ucc.org, Sacred Conversations on Race, 
Race and Criminal Justice Factsheet #5.)  

We on the Faith in Action Team ask that 
you pray with us for the family and friends 
of Sandra Bland, and for God’s wisdom and 
mercy to guide those with power to make a 
nation where “equal justice for all” is a real-
ity, not a just a slogan.
