Part of the records that are 
being assembled are actually the his-
torical records of the church. So far they 
have been scattered – some in the audio 
visual room, some in office file cabinets, 
some in various other places from pre-
vious endeavors and projects of other 
groups, such as Stewardship and Mem-
bership Boards. 

We have pictures with no names, pro-
grams of memorable events, bulletins 
and newsletters from the 1940’s and a 
host of other material.

Fortunately, a group of long time GCC 
members have said, “Yes” to helping us 
capture and organize the history of the 
church before it is lost or destroyed. 

“So what”, did you say? 

This is much more than a chance to 
organize our clutter. When we call to 
mind our history, we have a chance to 
reexamine our roots, and to understand 
the source of our traditions. When we 
remember our stories, we can get a fresh 
take on who we are and how we got 
here. 

In a related project, Elizabeth Ciccolini, 
our Director of Youth Ministries, has had 
a chance to interview various church 
members about the history and evolu-
tion of the ministries to the youth of the 
church. We now have a fresh understand-
ing of some of the key decisions that 
have shaped the entire congregation.

During this time of transition, the church 
will be making critical decisions about 
our future. If we gain some renewed 
perspective on our past, we’ll be able to 
make choices that capture the same bold 
sense of faithful adventure and innova-
tion of those that came before us.

A Just Harvest has a vegetable and dessert ready to add to the 
donations we provide to make this a full, hot, nutritious meal. 
Several times a year the Men’s Ministry also serves together, or individually, at The 
Kitchen.  In the photo you see a representative group of the men in full volunteer uni-
form, ready to provide the patrons with their evening meal.
