In the words of the great 20th Century
theologian Karl Barth, Ecclesia Semper
Reformanda est: the church must always
be reformed and reforming.

So it is for GCC today. We have a grand his-
tory, and it's a luxury to celebrate it. Butit’s
deadly to stay there...no matter whether
the memories are halcyon or painful. Much
more significant is who God is calling us to
be and what God is calling us to do in our
day...in our now! Our time is not yester-
day. Our time is today, and tomorrow.

Now is when God penetrates our hearts
with the Spirit of love. Now is when God
calls us to die to self so that we can live

for Christ by loving one another...every
other...in A House for ALL God’s People!

You see, the best way we can honor yes-
terday is by our faithfulness today...and
tomorrow. The best way we can celebrate
our heritage is to invest in God’s hope. We
can't ever again be who we were. But we
can be who God is calling us to be now. As
the name of our Forward in Faith Capital
Campaign urges us on, may God’s grace
move us forward in faith, trusting that
Christ who wrote our history is shaping our
ministry...Christ who is the only foundation
and enduring constant...Christ who is the
same: yesterday, today, and forever! See
you in church!
