and John Locklair. Corrette (1707-1795) was
a well known music director in Paris, having
held numerous positions throughout his ca-
reer. Known as a practical joker, Corrette is
the only composer to give a specific formula
for “creating thunder” by “placing a plank
on the last octave of the pedals with the
Trumpets and Bombarde.” People attended
in crowds to tremble with fear at the effects.
In fact, the Cavallé-Coll organ company

put a thunder pedal on their instruments

in the 1800s. Equally unique, though not
because of his practical jokes, Dan Lock-
lair's compositions have been a favorite of
GCC for many years. His glissandi, tremolos
and multi-metered, rhythmic music are as
refreshing today as Corrette’s thunder was
enthralling in the 18th Century. Dr. Locklair
is Composer-in-Residence and Professor of
Music at Wake Forest University in Winston-
Salem, North Carolina.
